every 5yrs

Women >65 years old:

e Screening continues for women

Prevention with HPV vaccination:

Human papillomavirus
(HPV) vaccination
protects against high risk
HPV strains that cause
most cervical cancers:

e HPV vaccination is recommended
for girls and boys between ages
11- 26 years old.

e It could be started as early as 9
years and considered until age 45.
